1. Welcome and Introductions

Chris Hedden provided an overview of the project, its goals, objectives, and schedule. He also provided a brief summary of what was the goal of these regional interviews with planning and programming stakeholders.
2. Planning’s Input into the Sketch Planning Process
We began the discussion with their relatively new approach to thinking about the system using Corridors. Its an approach that grew out of what the region’s are doing already and is now being shared across the state. One of its goals is to look at the system beyond the just the Freeways and identify options beyond. It grew out of work by Gary Brunner I the NW region. It uses data from SAMP, Meta Manager. Currently uses tools developed already for other uses but is looking for the best way to either create a new tool or standardize on a number of smaller ones. The corridors were picked by starting with the backbone system in 2020. These were then updated to include the new corridor philosophy. 

We next discussed directions for the new LRP. It is currently being developed and sections are in draft. One of the main themes will be system preservation and they saw ITS fitting well into this vision. They look at a base year plus 25 years. They felt the vision looking forward 25 years would include Operations and ITS.

They pointed out that planning at the district level is now responsible for planning for project scoping. This could help in the development of the SPT.

PMDSS – Pavement Management Decision Support System – a tool at the district level.

They felt one thing the plan should NOT do is create more steps in the process.
